Rob Dobson a list of her concerns to pass back to Duncan Reeve who will give his
answers at the meeting.

Leadership and Scrutiny Committee- Councillor Karen Heseltine
Three councillors have formed a sub group to look at provision for over 60’s and try to identify problems and groups. There is no list of community provision available to the council so they wish to compile one. They will feed back to the larger group and make recommendations to the executive committee of the council. Looking particularly at people who live on their own. Members reported on groups that they knew of including the luncheon clubs. 
Action Members will identify groups for older people in their own wards and areas of need and report back at the February meeting.

Joan Parker suggested that a flyer asking for information was included with the council tax bills.

Training

Computers- Pat Whittaker and Eileen Maguire expressed and interest in such a
 course. Eileen Embley spoke of Burnley Wood that run a kind of internet. She said that
 Healey Wood Access point (Tel: 434276)could help with training. The Access Point is
 closing for a while but the services would be provided in different venues. 
Training by Access Point would be free and given by expert volunteers.

Rob Dobson suggested using face book instead of having a web site.  The drawback is
 that it is not customisable. Some community sites will give step by step instructions on 
how to set up a free site. There are grants available for groups.

In the next few months a council consultation site is to be set up. Information can be
 made available through this site.

NAVAC - voice and assertiveness accredited course. Gordon Howley can run this for 
free. Influencing skills and research.

Voice and choice- some members have completed this course with Age Concern and enjoyed it very much. It gives confidence.

CVS grants - Tony Martin has some grant money for training around local democracy.

Expert Patient programme - Janet Swan. This is for people with long term conditions 
e.g diabetes.

15th April​ -Glebe St. are running a course Working in Neighbourhoods level 2 9.30 -4
CVS offer free courses that may help us in the Forum around running meetings, budgeting etc.

3rd Sector  Gordon Howley Partnership Network Group

3rd sector theme group covering seven areas including older people, stronger communities, education etc. Strategic objectives around older people. Looking at transport, personal budgets.  The steering group is reforming with either one representative from each of the five E.L. Older Peoples’ Forums or just one representing all five forums.  They are going to prioritise the work areas.
